PROCEDURE FOR LISTING

Approved In October 2005 Board Meeting

1.  Application filled out and sent to NRC Chair (Application is currently on the web site)

2.  Reviewed and shared with Committee

3.  Determine if there is any known conflict with COC or other ethical issues

4.  If no, list in the areas they indicate they offer rescue services (from their application)


If in an area is already represented:


- List Regional Club Rescues first


- List National Club Member-led Independents second


- List Independents without Club leadership third

5.  If yes, refuse application with notification to the Board of the group and reason for refusal


Note:  Refusal of a Regional Club Group or a National Club Member-Led Group would normally require COC violations or other major ethical or legal violations; Refusal of a non-Club related independent group may be of lesser grounds, such as “not established long enough” or “the NRC feels a need to observe the group for a trial period”.  This is to protect the Club since providing a listing may represent Club sanction for the group listed.

PROCEDURE FOR GROUPS FOR OBJECTING TO A LISTING

1.  If ANY group objects to any listing, whether within their own area or outside their area,


they may do so by formal notification to the Board showing cause:


If group being challenged is a Regional Club or a National Club Member-led Independent


- Cause will normally be COC violations or other major ethical or legal violations


If group being challenged is an Independent Group


- Cause may be the same as above but may also be of lesser substance.  

Formal notification to the Board will consist of:

- Letter to the WHWTCA Recording Secretary

- If Regional Club:  On Club Letterhead signed by Club President or Secretary


- If National Club-led Independent or Independent:  On Rescue Letterhead if such exists, and signed by head of the Rescue

2.  The Board would request input from the NRC and make a judgment in the matter.

PROCEDURE FOR GROUPS FOR REQUESTING THE “UNLISTING” OF A LONG-ESTABLISHED GROUP

1.  The procedure would be the same as the procedure to object to a listing except that the Club may require an even higher level of “proof” of wrongdoing to protect against legal action.

NOTE:  

Because a major goal for Rescue is to increase the numbers of ethical rescuers actively working to help needy Westies, all challenges should be viewed with an eye towards finding a way to bring the group into line with our COC so that they can, eventually be included.  The goal should rarely be to “punish” and be exclusive but rather to educate and be inclusive.
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
